LETTER FROM OUR PASTOR  
 

Dear Parishioners and Friends 
 

Writing this letter for Holy Trinity Sunday, I have 
this great desire to discover the mystery of God the 
Father, Son and Holy Spirit. Every year I have the 
same experience and the same thought that I need 

more cooperation with God to understand Him. Jesus said:  
 
Go, therefore, and make disciples of all nations, baptizing 
them in the name of the Father, and of the Son, and of the 
Holy Spirit, teaching them to observe all that I have 
commanded you. And behold, I am with you always, until 
the end of the age. Mt.28:19-20  
 
The Holy Trinity is the mystery of three Persons in one 
God, the Father, the Son, and the Holy Spirit. The mystery 
of the Trinity is the object of faith in the Tradition of the 
Church only because it was revealed by Jesus Christ, the 
divine Son of the eternal Father. The Trinity is 
inaccessi�ble to the human mind. Note that in the above 
biblical passage, Matthew has written "to baptize in the 
name of the Father, Son, and Holy Spirit," for there is 
only one God. Let the Holy Trinity surround us with his 
majesty and power.

Al Barbarino will be with us 
this weekend to sing at Masses 
and to speak about “Reinforcing  
our Catholic Faith through the 
Holy Eucharist”.  
Al Barbarino is a Lay Franciscan 
with the Franciscan Friars of the 
Renewal, and is a member of the 
Knights of Columbus. Through-
out the years in this apostolate, 
he has recorded CDs/Videos and 
traveled around the world. He 
speaks on our faith in a most 

practical, everyday level. Through all the support of his 
recordings, he helps the Franciscans at their homeless shel-
ters, Croatian Relief and for the poor, wherever he sings. 
His recordings will be available. 

THE MYSTERY OF THE BLESSED TRINITY Today we 
celebrate the solemnity of the Most Holy Trinity. The Church 
sets aside this Sunday to focus our attention on the mystery of 
the Blessed Trinity, God who is one, but three persons—Father, 
Son, and Holy Spirit. The first reading from Deuteronomy 
emphasizes both God’s awesome greatness and amazing 
nearness. It might seem beyond belief, but the God of all 
creation speaks to us, protects us, and guides us. The second 
reading from Saint Paul’s Letter to the Romans describes how 
we are to relate to the three persons who are one God. We are 
led by the Spirit to meet God the Father as adopted children. Our 
adoption is such that we are even heirs with our brother, Christ, 
the second person of the Trinity, in whose sufferings we must 
also share. In Matthew’s Gospel, Jesus speaks with his authority 
as God and sends us to teach and baptize in the name of the 
Trinity.  
 
LITURGY AND THE HOLY TRINITY The Trinity is the 
central mystery of our faith. We believe that God is one, yet 
three: total unity and rich diversity. God is not a monolith, but a 
dynamic community of persons, a perfect, loving harmony of 
three. And the liturgy is the work of the Trinity. We begin all 
our liturgi�cal celebrations with the sign of the cross, a 
reminder of our Trinitarian baptism, and the simplest of all 
professions of our faith. We believe that God is Father, Son, and 
Holy Spirit, and we gather in the name of this triune God. 
Throughout the Mass, we address our prayers to God the Father, 
through Christ our Lord, in the Spirit’s power. And the Father 
hears our prayer, transforming bread and wine into the Body and 
Blood of his Son by the Holy Spirit. The Church is “the 
sacrament of trinitarian communion” (Sacramentum Caritatis, 
16). It is the Trinity who holds us together as well. In the words 
of Saint Cyprian, we are “a people made one by the unity of the 
Father, the Son, and the Holy Spirit” (quoted in Sacramentum 
Caritatis, 16). —Corinna Laughlin, Copyright © J. S. Paluch Co.

Why does God love us so much? And why are we able to 
love others? The answer to these questions is found in the 
meaning of today's feast. Trinity Sunday celebrates not so 
much an idea of three-in-one as the relationship of the 
Persons of the Trinity with each other and with us. The 
idea is that the Father expressed himself as the Word. 
Since it was a perfect expression, the Word is his Son and 
equal to the Father. The love of Father and Son is 
expressed as the Holy Spirit. Being a perfect love, it too is 
equal to Father and Son. So even the idea of the Trinity is 
based on love. But God's love was so great, God went 
even further. God created us to be loved by God. In the 
second reading Paul blesses the Corinthians with the "love 
of God and the fellowship of the Holy Spirit." The book of 
Genesis (3:18) says that it was not good for man to be 
alone. So God created woman, and through man and 
woman all humanity, to be able to love each other. 
Though human love is not perfect, the love of man and 
woman can produce another person, a child. The three 
Persons of the Trinity share one life in God. But through 
baptism, we also share in God's life. Just as parents love to 
see how their children look like them, so God loves to see 
the divine in us. The first reading reminds us of God's 
closeness to humanity. Moses can speak to God and God 
responds by granting his request. The Gospel tells how 
much God loves the world, that God's own Son was sent 
to die for us. But we sometimes forget that God's love 
comes first. We think that the more loving we are, the 
more God will love us. But love comes from God (1 John 
4:7-11), so when we love someone it doesn't make God 
love us more; we love because God loves us first. Our 
decision to love is a response to God's love, and our ability 
to love is itself a gift from God. The meaning of life, the 
universe, and everything is Love, the love of the Trinity 
for each other and for us. The question now is, how well 
do we use that gift of God's love by loving each other?
