6. Religious Education and Polish School classes are
postponed till April 14, 2020

8. Parishioners are encouraged to engage in personal and
family prayer,( e.g. the Rosary) at home.

9. Please contact Fr. Peter at (516)776-5486 if there are
any concerns about visiting and anointing of the sick at
home, in nursing homes and hospitals.

10. The Catholic Faith Network (CFN) will provide tele-
vised and online daily Masses, including Holy Week and
Easter Liturgies, as well as other devotional and spiritual
programs. (Optimum channel 29/137, Verizon FiOS TV
channel 296, and Spectrum channel 162/471.) CFN is
also available on selected cable and satellite systems and
through 24/7 live stream at CFNtv.org. You can also
watch CFN on Roku, Apple TV, Amazon Fire TV, An-
droid, or by downloading the CFN iOS mobile app at the
app store by searching “Catholic Faith Network™ or
“CFN”.

11. Currently, our Catholic Schools are closed through
March 20, 2020, following the measures taken by Nassau
and Suffolk public schools.

You’ve heard the saying “Seeing is believing.” Today’s
first reading seems to say just the opposite. You might
think that when Jesus rose from the dead, everyone would
see him. Yet Peter says that he was only visible to some of
the disciples. Even they did not immediately see him. The
first thing they saw was the empty tomb, with burial cloths
lying on the ground. They may have thought that if his
enemies had stolen Jesus’ body, they would not have re-
moved the burial cloths; touching a corpse would have
made them unclean.

So it seems the empty tomb helped them to believe, and
believing enabled them to see the Lord. The exception to
this may be Thomas, who said he would not believe until
he saw and touched Jesus’ risen body. Yet when he does
see the Lord, Jesus himself declares that believing is pri-
mary when he blesses those who have not seen but still
believe (John 20:31).

What does this mean for us? Jesus seems to be hidden
again. Yet we say that he is present in the sacraments; bap-
tism, Eucharist, and confirmation show that the Father,
Son, and Holy Spirit live in us. So perhaps we just need to
believe in order to see him. Mother Teresa could do it. She
said she was amazed at the love she felt when she saw Je-
sus in the poor and the dying people of Calcutta. Maybe
we need to grow in faith so that we can see Jesus in the
poor, the dying, the people who annoy us, even our ene-
mies. That is why it is so important to spread the faith; if
we don’t see Jesus in everyone, we may never have true
peace.
