URGENT UPDATE 
ALL MASSES CANCELLED  

 

1. All Masses (weekday and weekends) are cancelled ef-
fective immediately through May 15th, 2020. This in-
cludes liturgies, devotions. This includes all Holy Week 
and Easter Liturgies.  However, these will be televised 
and available online 
 
2. These restrictions also include all Confirmations, First 
Communions, Confessions, etc.  When these events are 
rescheduled, they will be announced. 
 
3. Our priests will offer private Masses (when the church 
is closed) for the Intentions that are mentioned in the Bul-
letin. 
 
4. NO FUNERALS ARE PERMITTED AT THIS TIME 
 
5. Baptisms are postponed. 
 
6. Religious Education and Polish School classes are 
postponed till May 15th , 2020 
 
7. No Rectory Office visits. Calls only: (516) 354-0042 
(from 9 am –till 5pm)  
 
8. Parishioners are encouraged to engage in personal and 
family prayer,( e.g. the Rosary) at home.  
 
9. Please contact Fr. Peter at (516)776-5486 if there are 
any concerns about visiting and anointing of the sick at 
home, in nursing homes and hospitals. 
 
10. The Catholic Faith Network (CFN) will provide tele-
vised and online daily Masses, including Holy Week and 
Easter Liturgies, as well as other devotional and spiritual 
programs.  (Optimum channel 29/137, Verizon FiOS TV 
channel 296, and Spectrum channel 162/471.)  CFN is 
also available on selected cable and satellite systems and 
through 24/7 live stream at CFNtv.org. You can also 
watch CFN on Roku, Apple TV, Amazon Fire TV, An-
droid, or by downloading the CFN iOS mobile app at the 
app store by searching “Catholic Faith Network” or 
“CFN”.    
 
11. Currently, our Catholic Schools are closed through 
May 15th, 2020, following the measures taken by Nassau 
and Suffolk public schools.  However, we continue to 
monitor the situation and will adapt and update as need-
ed.  Our parish Religious Education programs will remain 
suspended until May 15th, 2020.  Again, we continue to 
monitor the situation and will adapt and update as need-
ed.  
 
12. The administrative offices of the Diocese of Rock-
ville Centre located in Rockville Centre and Massapequa 
Park will be closed until May 15th, 2020.  These loca-
tions will be thoroughly cleaned during closure.  All em-
ployees will be working remotely, with business being 

conducted by email, telephonically or electronically, as 
best as possible.

Today’s readings invite us to recognize our need for 
one who ensures our safety, nourishes us, and leads 
us to peace and security, like sheep who rest in the 
care of a good shepherd. Such a shepherd will protect 
and save the sheep, even from the most deadly of 
predators. Today, we ponder the incredible news that 
Jesus accepted death on the cross in order to open the 
gates of eternal life with God for us. Through his 
resurrection, Jesus protects and saves us from the 
power of sin and death. We need only accept his love 
and live as God’s people in this life, relying on the 
Lord who is the door to new life for us and for all. 
When Peter faced the crowds on Pentecost, he was 
emboldened by the Holy Spirit and proclaimed the 
truth of Jesus Christ passionately to those who 
gathered to hear him. There was likely part of him 
that was not quite sure what to expect, knowing that a 
few weeks prior, crowds of people had chanted 
“Crucify him!” as Jesus was sentenced to a cruel and 
unjust death. The people who heard Peter were 
moved by his witness, compelled to acknowledge 
their sinfulness and to accept the news of salvation 
through Jesus Christ as good news, the gospel that 
changes everything.  
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
