JESUS CALLS US TO TAKE UP OUR 
CROSSES AND FOLLOW HIM 

 
 We must have faith that our God loves us and 
will see us through all of our troubles. As Christians, 
we are called to live a life filled with meaning. We 
are to give, pray and serve our God and others. If 
you are able to, perhaps donate goods to your 
parish’s food pantry. We pray that those who despair 
may be comforted.  
 
 In today’s Gospel reading the Twelve hear Jesus 
speak these words: “whoever does not take up his 
cross and follow after me is not worthy of me.” This 
is the first time Matthew mentions the word “cross” 
in his Gospel, and it is not in direct reference to 
Jesus’ crucifixion but as a prerequisite to following 
him. Good stewards recognize that the call to 
discipleship requires them to “take up the cross” and 
align their goals in life and their fate with that of 
Jesus, that is, with suffering, opposition, resistance 
and even death.  

 Reflect this week on the crosses you need to 
take up daily in order to comprehend the way of 
Jesus Christ. 
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
