LETTER FROM OUR PASTOR  
 

Dear Parishioners and Friends 
 
Today we contemplate hands that bless - the Lord's final 
earthly gesture (cf. Luke 24:51). Or footprints marked on 
a mount - the last visible sign of God's passage through 
our land. At times, that mount is depicted as a rock, and 

the imprint of His steps is not engraved on the earth but on the 
rock. It's as if alluding to that stone which He foretold and 
which will soon be sealed by the wind and fire of Pentecost. 
Iconography has been using these suggestive symbols since 
ancient times. And also the mysterious cloud - shadow and light 
at the same time - that accompanies so many theophanies 
already in the Old Testament. The face of the Lord would 
dazzle us. 
 
Saint Leo the Great helps us to delve deeper into the event: 
"What was visible in our Savior has now passed on to his 
mysteries." What mysteries? Those which He entrusted to His 
Church. The gesture of blessing unfolds in the liturgy, and the 
footprints on the earth mark the path of the sacraments —a path 
that leads to the fullness of the definitive encounter with God. 
 
During those forty days in which the Lord does not “appear”, 
but rather, as the exegetes tell us, “let’s Himself be seen”, the 
Apostles will have had time to get used to their Master's other 
way of being. Now, in this last encounter, amazement is 
renewed. The Apostles discover that, from this moment on, they 
will not only proclaim the Word, but will also inspire life and 
health, with the visible gesture and the audible word: in baptism 
and in the other sacraments.

Drodzy Parafianie i Przyjaciele 
Dzisiaj kontemplujemy ręce, które błogosławią —ostatni 
ziemski gest Pana (por. Łk 24,51). Albo ślady na kopcu 
—ostatni widzialny znak kroków Boga po naszej ziemi. 
Czasami kopiec ten jest reprezentowany jako skała, i 
odcisk jego kroków odbija się nie na ziemi, ale w skale. Jakby 
odnosząc się do tego kamienia, który On zapowiedział, i który 
wkrótce zostanie przypieczętowany przez wiatr i ogień 
Pięćdziesiątnicy. Ikonografia od czasów starożytnych używane 
tych jakże sugestywnych symboli. A także tajemnicza chmura 
—cień i światło w tym samym czasie— która towarzyszy tylu 
teofaniom w Starym Testamencie. Oblicze Pana nas olśniewa. 
 
Leon I Wielki pomaga nam pogłębić to wydarzenie: „«To co 
było widoczne w naszym Zbawicielu teraz przeszło w Jego 
tajemnice». Jakie tajemnice? Te, które powierzył swemu 
Kościołowi. Gest błogosławieństwa rozgrywa się w liturgii, 
ślady na ziemi wyznaczają drogę sakramentów. I jest to droga, 
która prowadzi do pełni ostatecznego spotkania z Bogiem. 
 
Apostołowie mieli czas, aby przyzwyczaić się do innego 
sposobu bycia ich Mistrza w ciągu tych czterdziestu dni, w 
których Pan —jak wyjaśniają nam egzegeci— nie “pojawia 
się”, tylko —w dosłownym tłumaczeniu— “pozwala się 
zobaczyć”. I na tym ostatnim posiedzeniu ponownie pojawia się 
zdumienie. Bo teraz odkryli, że od teraz nie tylko będą głosić 
Słowo, ale tchnąć życie i zdrowie, widocznym gestem i 
słyszalnym słowem: w chrzcie i w innych sakramentach.
