URGENT UPDATE 
ALL MASSES CANCELLED  

 

1. All Masses (weekday and weekends) are cancelled ef-
fective immediately through Tuesday, April 14, 2020. 
This includes liturgies, devotions. This includes all Holy 
Week and Easter Liturgies.  However, these will be tele-
vised and available online 
 
2. These restrictions also include all Confirmations, First 
Communions, First Confessions, etc.  When these events 
are rescheduled, they will be announced. 
 
3. Our priests will offer private Masses (when the church 
is closed) for the Intentions that are mentioned in the Bul-
letin. 
 
4. NO FUNERALS ARE PERMITTED AT THIS TIME 
 
5. Baptisms are postponed. 
 
6. Religious Education and Polish School classes are 
postponed till April 14, 2020 
 
7. No Rectory Office visits. Calls only: (516) 354-0042 
(from 9 am –till 5pm)  
 
8. Parishioners are encouraged to engage in personal and 
family prayer,( e.g. the Rosary) at home.  
 
9. Please contact Fr. Peter at (516)776-5486 if there are 
any concerns about visiting and anointing of the sick at 
home, in nursing homes and hospitals. 
 
10. The Catholic Faith Network (CFN) will provide tele-
vised and online daily Masses, including Holy Week and 
Easter Liturgies, as well as other devotional and spiritual 
programs.  (Optimum channel 29/137, Verizon FiOS TV 
channel 296, and Spectrum channel 162/471.)  CFN is 
also available on selected cable and satellite systems and 
through 24/7 live stream at CFNtv.org. You can also 
watch CFN on Roku, Apple TV, Amazon Fire TV, An-
droid, or by downloading the CFN iOS mobile app at the 
app store by searching “Catholic Faith Network” or 
“CFN”.    
 
11. Currently, our Catholic Schools are closed through 
March 20, 2020, following the measures taken by Nassau 
and Suffolk public schools.  However, we continue to 
monitor the situation and will adapt and update as need-
ed.  Our parish Religious Education programs will remain 
suspended until Tuesday, April 14, 2020.  Again, we con-
tinue to monitor the situation and will adapt and update as 
needed.  
 
12. Effective on Wednesday, March 18, 2020, the admin-
istrative offices of the Diocese of Rockville Centre locat-
ed in Rockville Centre and Massapequa Park will be 
closed until Tuesday, April 14, 2020.  These locations 
will be thoroughly cleaned during closure.  All employ-

ees will be working remotely, with business being conduct-
ed by email, telephonically or electronically, as best as 
possible.

ST. HEDWIG’S EASTER FAIR POSTPONED 
 

Due to the health concerns regarding coronavirus St. Hed-
wig’s Easter Fair has been rescheduled. The Fair will take 
place on Saturday and Sunday, May 2nd and 3rd. We apol-
ogize for the inconvenience. 

The journey of Lent brings us to an encounter with the 
cross. During Lent, we have been led more deeply into 
questions at the heart of our faith: Who is God? And who 
are we, the Church? The Gospel of Matthew indicates that, 
in the crucifixion, God’s true nature is most fully revealed 
in Jesus. In Jesus, God is the self-emptying One, who 
embraces humility and suffers rejection, as Paul tells the 
Philippians. God’s power is redefined, present not in 
coercion and violence, but in Jesus’ unbounded love. We 
the Church can learn who we are, the followers of the 
Crucified One, when we bear crosses that offer life and 
hope to the world. We more fully become the Church 
when we empty ourselves by sharing in others’ sufferings, 
rejecting violence, and taking risks for justice and 
reconciliation. Like Jesus, we may reveal God’s power as 
compassion and mercy.  

The Gospel of Matthew, using various symbols from 
scripture, presents Jesus as the true and victorious king 
who begins a new kingdom. After his royal entrance into 
Jerusalem, Jesus ascends his scandalous and paradoxical 
throne, the cross. The cross reveals the nature of his 
kingdom, based on God’s forgiveness and sacrificial love. 
Evil forces thrive when violence stirs even more violence. 
By accepting his suffering and offering forgiveness, Jesus 
broke the primary cycle of violence. The Gospels proclaim 
that the powers of evil, though continuing their effects 
today, were decisively defeated on the cross.  

The resurrection of Jesus launches the reign of God, 
which will be fully complete upon Jesus’ return. We are 
now offered a new path for being human by which, 
empowered by the Holy Spirit, we may partner with God 
to create new cycles of life and hope.
