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FEAST OF FAITH
LITTLE MYSTERIES

Two small rites—or, as one liturgist has called them,
“little mysteries”—accompany the preparation of the gifts.
The priest or deacon takes a small cruet of water from the
server and adds a drop of water to the wine. Then, after the
elevation of the chalice (and the incensation, if incense is
used), the priest washes his hands. Both of these actions
were at first practical, matter-of-fact realities: in the
ancient world the wine was usually quite thick, and was
generally mixed with water before it was drunk. And in the
early church, when the faithful brought forward a great
